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Humane Education

While the summer sun means a break from the books for most students, the
Pasadena Humane Society Education Dept is a year-round program that
reaches over 14,000 people in just one year! In fact, the 2004 Summer
Workshops just finished its 20 classes, helping turn 100 students into
perspective volunteers. Open to 13 and 14 year olds from our seven local
cities, each two-week session gives fifty students a chance to attend ten 2

Y% hour workshops, learning the basics of animal care - from behavior and
first aide to wildlife issues and animal related careers. Any student who

has finished 8 of 10 classes can become a PHS volunteer before their 15
birthday — quite an overachieving bunch!

During the regular school year our Humane Educators, Liz Baronowski,
Director of Humane Education, and Elana Blum, make in-class visits with
presentations on a variety of issues. The wide range of topics can be tailored
to the students — from Pet Safety for elementary students to Animal Rights
and Animal Welfare for college students. With the help of our wonderful
volunteers, we made 154 offsite visits last year, more than doubling the
numbers in 2002 — that is over 9,000 students! The Education Department
has also created a large resource library available to the public. Filled with
hundreds of books, magazine articles and video programs about animals and
related issues, it is an amazing resource for term papers, speech, or even to
settle a debate between you and a friend.

In addition to visiting classrooms, our “Barks and Books” program goes to
local libraries as part of our Companion Animal Program. The children read
aloud animal-related short stories to the dogs, building a child’s confidence as
well as encouraging them to appreciate the importance of treating all animals
with respect and kindness. Currently, our eight well-read dogs are touring five
libraries in the area.

Because we can always teach an old dog new tricks, our Education
Department offers training to the big kids. We offer educational presentations
to companies and service clubs, whether it is general animal welfare to
teaching Bite Prevention techniques. This is especially important for
companies that have delivery services, where their employees come into
contact with animals on a regular basis. Reducing bite-incidents not only
mean a safer work environment, but will also raise job satisfaction and lower
health-care costs.

The word is out and PHS is frequently approached by those far and wide to
help educate the world! Over 500 college students from Japan visited our
facilities, and an intern from the Dutch Antilles as well as a student from Spain
converged at PHS to learn about veterinary care and shelter operations.

And don’t be surprised if you catch Liz on television — she has been seen on
Animal Planet and beyond, informing the public on a wide range of issues.
